NUR-prefixed courses must be 
taken sequentially as outlined below. Meeting with an advisor each semester before registering for classes is strongly recommended to make sure you stay 
on track to apply for admission to the program.

Upon completion of the 2nd semester of the Nursing Program and the Certificate of Applied Science in Practical Nursing, students are 
eligible to apply to take the NCLEX-PN. Successful completion of the licensure exam qualifies students for entry-level positions 

providing direct patient care as a Licensed Practical Nurse.
