o Current negative TB skin test or chest x-ray; MMR, Hepatitis B, Varicella and Tdap immunizations. Covid 

vaccination may be required.

Pre-requisites: Admission to program, DPS level 1 
fingerprint clearance and random urine drug 
screening prior to clinical. Clinical and vehicular 
hours are scheduled outside of class time and in 
addition to the 2 class meetings/week. Travel 
outside of Navajo County may be required.
